SkyPouch Safety & Compliance Manual

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1.0 PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The SkyPouch is designed to securely hold hand tools and accessories for
workers on EWP's/ Lifting Devices, offering convenience and enhanced safety.
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1.1 COMPLIANCE OVERVIEW

The SkyPouch™ has been Certified by HITE Engineering for use on
EWP’s / Lifting devices in accordance with Applicable Standards. It is critical that the product
be installed, operated, and maintained according to the instructions provided in this
manual to ensure ongoing compliance and to prevent accidents.




2.0 Installation Instructions

Step1: Inspect the Equipment

Before installation, check that the SkyPouch is free of visible
damage.

Ensure Buckles and Straps are damage free,

Ensure that D-Rings and Brackets are free of corrosion, and
pitting.

Ensure the guardrail meets applicable standards before
installing the SkyPouch.

Step 2: Attaching the SkyPouch

Hang the SkyPouch on the inner side of the platform
quardrails. Attaching the pouch to the outside of the
quardrails will void compliance and may result in unsafe
conditions.

Use all designated brackets, straps and fasteners, ensuring
they are tightly secured around the railings.

Step 3: Verify Stability

Perform a tug test, applying a force of approximtely 5 kg. The
pouch should not Iift off the railing.

Tether tools while in the stowed position to prevent dropped
objects.

Ensure the SkyPouch is attached to the railing of EWPs when
in the stowed position.




3.0 Usage Guidlines

3.1 IndoorUse

Wind Load: The SkyPouch is intended for indoor use where wind speeds do not exceed 5 km/hr.

Lifting Devices: The SkyPouch should be centered over a mid-pest. If a mid-post is not present,
position it adjacent to a cormer post.

Types of Lifting Devices: The SkyPouch is compatible with both straight and knuckle boom lifting
devices. It must be centered over a mid-post or, if absent, positioned adjacent to a corner post.

Interior Scaffolding: \When attached to an interior scaffold, the SkyPouch should be centered over a
mig-post or, in the absence of a mid-poest, adjacent to a corner post.

3.2 Exterior Use

Scaffold Guardrails: The SkyPouch may be used on scaffold guardrails only if the guardrail is
adjacent to the structure,

Mast Climbers: The SkyPouch may be used on mast climbers if attached to a guardrail that is adjacent
to the structure.

3.3 Safe Work Procedures

Stowed Position: Ensure the SkyPouch is attached to the railing of EWP’s when in the stowed
position.

Tethering Tools: The tether points on the SkyPouch are intended for securing hand tools only,
tether tools while in the stowed pasition fo prevent drapped objects.

Max Weight: The SkyPouch is designed to hold a maximum load of 50 Ibs. Fach tether point should
not exceed 51bs.
